· The budget  for the upcoming year will focus on the replacement of outdated equipment. 
· BEP is looking at a possible new facility in Laguna Nigel. Information on this facility will hopefully be available at the next QLDC meeting. 
· BEP is also looking at a courthouse in San Jose. 
· The Woodland Courthouse is getting ready to break ground. There is some concern that the space that has been allocated for food service is very small. BEP is attempting to work with the project designers to consider the amount of space that the food service operation they desire would actually require.
· Mr. Burr also stated that BEP often gets calls from agencies with a small number of employees and/or that are located in very rural areas. Mr. Mundy and Mr. Burr would like to be able to send these locations to the Vending Machine Unit if they have under  200 employees or if they are located in areas not convenient for current BEP vendors. They would like QLDC Members to set up a process to make this more efficient, so that agencies don’t have to wait several months to hear back from BEP.
