Subject:	Department of Rehabilitation's Response to the CVPC Motions from the August 2015 Meeting

This memo responds to the motions from the August 27-28, 2015 meeting received on September 1, 2015.  The Department of Rehabilitation (DOR) has taken into careful and serious account the motions provided by the California Vendors Policy Committee (CVPC).  Below, I have responded to the motions that relate to the CVPC's responsibility to participate in the DOR's major administrative decisions or policy or program development as described in Title 9, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Section 7226.3 in light of the DOR’s ultimate responsibility and accountability for the program as described in CCR Section 7226.4.

Passed unanimously.

I move that the CVPC is in full support of the development of micro-markets and is requesting that DOR seriously continue the development of these projects.

DOR Response:  The DOR will continue to explore new technology to maximize vendors’ income, taking into account the CVPC’s advice that we fully support the development of these projects and the Blind Advisory Committee’s concerns that individuals frequenting a micro-market facility may not be accommodated as they are accommodating customers currently in other types of vending operations.

I move that DOR explore various avenues to suspend and halt releasing blind vendors’ Monthly Operating Reports (DR 3478).

DOR Response:  The DOR did explore as suggested in this motion.  As discussed at the CVPC meeting on August 27, DOR has already researched the exemptions provided in the California Public Records Act (CPRA) to withhold public documents.  As the documents are public records within the definition provided in the Act, the only avenue available for the Department to withhold the Monthly Operating Reports (MORs) are through a statutory exemption found in the Act.  Before concluding that the MORs must be released, DOR researched all of the exemptions provided in the CPRA, including: the personnel, medical or other similar record exemption, public interest exemption, exemption for local tax information, and the exemption for records exempted elsewhere.  As discussed at the CVPC meeting, the statute requires the exemptions to be constructed narrowly and for public agencies to release the record unless the document clearly meets the exemption and can be withheld.

DOR Response:  No response required.  The DOR does not have control over monies collected at the 2015 Training Seminar that are funded through private donations or a non-profit corporation.  The DOR again reminds that this is not appropriate business for the CVPC to discuss.

DOR Response:  The concept of auditing contractors in our Vending Machine Unit seems promising.  The DOR is required to follow state procurement guidelines for all contracted services.  Contractors are obtained through the competitive bid process and cannot be preselected.  This concept will be added to the list of projects to consider as other projects are completed.

DOR Response:  The DOR has considered the proposed changes, agrees to the changes and has revised the DR460, Vending Facility Announcement.  Changes must be approved by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) following a public hearing as the form with revision date of September 2009 is in five state regulations: 7214, 7214.1, 7214.6, 7214.8, 7215.1 and 7221.  The DOR will submit to OAL and schedule a public comment period or hearing on the revised form within the next sixty days.  We will keep the CVPC apprised of the status of this regulatory change.
