Re:	Designating CFILC as implementing entity under the AT   Act

The ATAC, in its September 2015 meeting, recommended that CFILC be named the ‘Designated Implementing Entity’ (DIE) for the AT Act in California.  Such designation is allowed under the AT Act of 2004, where Section 4(c)(1)(B) of the Act permits the governor to designate an agency, office, or other entity different from the Lead Agency to carry out the Statewide AT program.  The California DOR will continue to be the lead agency in this program under the AT Act.  

Since 2009, CFILC has been awarded the AT contract and has performed the required federal AT mandates, state level leadership and state level activities.  Furthermore, in 2012, CFILC was the only organization that submitted a proposal and was awarded the AT contract. Establishing a Designated Implementing Entity (DIE) would eliminate the need for the 3 year RFP process and would free up resources that DOR and the DIE currently direct to the RFP process.  As such, the ATAC members believe that the DIE would be a tremendous benefit to consumers with disabilities and their families in CA.
