Thank you for your interest in this Request for Applications (RFA) process to select service providers with the Department of Rehabilitation’s Traumatic Brain Injury Program. We acknowledge and appreciate the time and effort that was invested by stakeholders providing input to our RFA process.

After a careful evaluation of the RFA components and process, the Department of Rehabilitation has cancelled the RFA.  A new RFA will be issued in June or July 2014.  In order to protect the integrity of the new solicitation, the responses to the cancelled RFA have been returned to all applicants.  Prior to releasing the new solicitation the Department of Rehabilitation will convene a public meeting to discuss its components, gather public input, and respond to questions.

The Department of Rehabilitation is working to have the competitive RFA process complete and new grants in place beginning October 1, 2014.  In the interim, to ensure continuous service, the Department of Rehabilitation will extend its existing contracts for traumatic brain injury services through the end of September 2014.
